Tasting notes
Fresh flowers, Gravenstein apple, grapefruit pith up front with an ever so
slight yeasty note supporting the nose. Aromatics skew more towards the
apple and citrus side of things the longer it's open. Red and pink citrus on the
front palate, almost leaning into lime territory. Super bright and fresh
midpalate with consistent bubble and texture. Clean, mouth-watering finish,
beckons continued sips!
