Chénas is the smallest of the ten crus
of Beaujolais, villages or sub-regions
that produce the finest wines of the
region thanks to their unique
combinations of terroir, vineyard
orientation and altitude, and
microclimates. The granite schist soils
of Chénas once laid beneath oak
forests, hence the name of the
appellation. The wines of Chénas are
full-flavored and firm on the palate with
a distinct Burgundian character.
