After careful hand harvesting and
selection, the grapes go through a
cold maceration period and then
fermentation is started with natural
yeasts and takes place in temperature-
controlled stainless steel tanks. This
wine was aged in 50% new, 25% 1st
use and 25% 2nd use French oak
barrels for a period of 12 months and
then kept in bottle for 8 more months
before release.
